80% Payback 

1. All contestants must possess a valid WA State freshwater fishing license.

2. All WA State boating and fishing rules apply. It is the boaters    

            responsibility to know these rules.

3. A MANDATORY pre-tournament contestants meeting will be held prior to the start of the tournament.

            Starting positions will be determined by random drawing as each contestant draws a card from a deck. Ace first, then up to the King is the order of release.  Boats will be released from the starting area by the tournament director at safe intervals starting at first safe light. (time to be announced)
               All contestants must have the following equipment on board: 

4.  a. Quality net or cradle fully capable of safely landing and holding a musky until    measured, and released. Home made cradles are acceptable.

b. Jaw spreaders.

c. Pliers and hook cutters.

d. Signal flag, high vis orange(water ski flag).

            e. Contest banner(around outboard motor, WDFW Requirement), available at many   
                local tackle stores or from the Bass Federation.

f. Coast Guard required safety equipment.

5. Tournament hours will be announced prior to each tournament based upon daylight, etc. The tournament staff reserves the right to alter event times or

             cancel the event due to severe weather or unforeseen circumstances. 

            Measuring Boards will be provided by the tournament staff.
6. Tournament Scoring:

             a.  Minimum size is 30”.

        d.  Any measurement falling between ¼’ will be rounded down.

             e.  Winners will be determined by total inches of all fish caught.

             f.  A girth measurement(at largest point)will be used in the case of a tie.

             g. If two fish tie in length but only one has a girth measurement, the one having a girth  
                  measurement will prevail over the non-girth fish.

               When a musky is caught, keep the fish in the water. DO NOT put a fish on the floor of      the boat. There will be no further fishing by anyone in the boat until the measuring and the    release of that fish is complete. Measurements will be taken with the nose butted and the tail   pinched. After confirmation, a photo must be taken with a digital camera. The photo with the card drawn for that contestant that day MUST be clearly in the picture. With the fish in the water, maintain control until the fish can swim away on it’s own upright and stable.

           All contestants must check in with the Tournament Director each day whether they caught fish or not. (Check-in time to be announced at the event) Failure to do so on Saturday will result in disqualification. Failure to do so on Sunday may prevent your entry in future tournaments. A boat will be considered to have returned once their boat is inside the agreed location for check-in. A boat checking in late is disqualified.
No alcohol is permitted in the boat during tournament hours.

        No live or dead bait is permitted.

7. Only CMA members may fish or help land a fish. At no time are any two contestant boats allowed within 100’ of each other unless bs’n or helping each other. Contestants will follow “rules of the road” for    giving way to another boat to maintain at least a 100’ separation. Contestants will conduct  themselves in a sportsman like manner at all times.

      Tournament boundaries will be strictly adhered to. Consult your map. If in doubt, stay out.
       Life jackets will be worn any time the big motor is in gear unless 

       specifically trolling

18.The awards ceremony will be ASAP after the tournament. Cash prizes will  be awarded to   the winners at 80% payback based upon entries. 0 -10 entries pays 1st-3rd places(50%,30%,20%), 15 entries pays 1st-4th  places(40%,30%,20%,10%) and 20 + entries pays 1st-5th places(37%,27%,17%,12%,7%).
19..  The tournament lake is “OFF LIMITS” starting the Monday through Friday of the week prior to the event to all participants or their representatives. No fishing or boating of any kind is allowed during this period.
